TIPS FOR FILMING YOUR TESTIMONIAL 

 
Choose a quiet and well-lit location 

• Choose a quiet location that has natural light if possible. 
• Make sure your face is evenly illuminated. 
• Choose a simple background so that the spotlight is on you.

Hold your camera horizontally 
Use any device with a camera to film your video. If you are using a phone, make sure you tilt it 
to film in landscape mode, not portrait. This means your video should be horizontal, not vertical.

Focus on your face 

• Hold your phone very still. To stabilize the camera, you can use a tripod, or one of these 
DIY tricks.   

• Focus on your face and look directly at the camera.
